6. The Old Testament is "one continuous revelation" of what?

7. Which advent of Christ is "most revealed" in the Old Testament?

8. Where in Scripture can man find a complete "word-picture" of Christ?

10. Through what three kindsof "types" in the Old Testament is the person and work of Christ revealed?

11. In what passage of John does Christ allude to His present high priestly ministry?

12. In respect to God's redemptive plan for man and creation, what specific pattern was set by God in the opening chapters of the book of Genesis?

13. What two books in the Old Testament are necessary to understand in order to properly understand the book of Revelation?
Chapter Two

1. During Christ's first advent, to what three sects did the religious leaders in Israel mainly belong, as mentioned in the gospel accounts?  Which one was the largest in membership?

2. What distinguished Scribes from other Pharisees?

3. What sects primarily controlled the religious life of the nation of Israel during Christ's first advent?

4. By adhering to the "letter" of Scripture, what did the Pharisees fail to see in the Old Testament?

5. What did the Pharisees "know" about Christ, as revealed by Nicodemus in John chapter three?  And how did this affect their treatment of Christ, which was different from their treatment of "false prophets?"

6. What was the purpose for the "signs" performed by Christ during His first advent?

7. To what did the "sign" of Christ healing a man on the Sabbath (John chapter five) point?

8. What was the spiritual condition of Israel during Christ's first advent, which had been described in Isaiah 1:4-6?

9. What did Messiah offer to Israel during His first advent ministry?  And upon what condition did the fulfillment of the offer depend?

10. What were the significant differences between Christ healing a man on the Sabbath in John chapter five and His healing of a man in John chapter 9?

11. What was the twofold end result of the action of Israel's religious leadership as pertaining to the nation of Israel?

12. What "one thing" has contributed to the shedding of Israeli blood down through time since Christ's first advent?  And will Israel's "darkest day" still be in the future?  And, if so, when will this specifically occur?

13. How will the consequences of today's religious leadership within Christendom parallel the consequences of the Jewish religious leadership during Christ's first advent?

14. In Matthew 23, what was the specific reason for Christ's condemnation of the Jewish religious leadership?

15. How did the Jewish religious leadership "shut up the kingdom" to the people of the day?  And what was the consequence of this both to the religious leadership and the people?  And does the same situation exist in Christendom today?
Chapter Three
1. During Christ's early ministry, in what three cities did He spend much of His time and in which He performed more "signs" than in any other cities?  And because of this, to what did the occupants of these cities have to look forward?  And why?

2. Though Christ grew up in Nazareth, with what city did He more associate during the course of His ministry?

3. Why did Christ pronounce a greater coming judgment upon the occupants of Capernaum than what was in view for any other city?

4. What futuristic meaning was conveyed by Christ's healing of a man on the Sabbath in the synagogue in Capernaum (Mark 1:23-26)?

5. From what kingdom will arise the Antichrist?  And how is this confirmed by the typology of Moses and the children of Israel who were held captive in Egypt?

6. In Israel's futuristic "darkest day," what specific action will the nation take to alter their bleak situation?

7. What were the two uppermost thoughts of Solomon during his dedicatory prayer over the newly completed temple?  And how are these two thoughts linked in regards to their futuristic fulfillment?

8. Why is the promise made to Solomon (answer by God) in response to his dedicatory prayer not a promise to any Gentile nation or to the Church today?  And, if there could be any application to the Church, what three things must it involve?

9. What did the demon know concerning Christ's "sign" of casting him out of the Jewish man on the Sabbath, which the scribes and the Pharisees and the Jews of Capernaum didn't know?  And how does this relate to the kind of belief that is mentioned in James 2:19?

10. How does the question from the Israelites regarding "manna" in Exodus chapter sixteen relate to the question from them concerning doctrine (teaching) during Christ's ministry when in Mark chapter one He commanded the demon to come out of a Jewish man on the Sabbath?

11. How can it be demonstrated in and by three different times frames (periods) that man usually does not understand God's revealed plans and purposes, which He always makes known (before He acts) through His prophets (Amos 3:7)?

12. In regards to Christ, how does Scripture primarily portray Him and His work regarding man and creation from beginning to end?  And what is the primary reason this portrayal (teaching) was not understood and taught during Christ's first advent among the Jews or today among Christians?  And this being the case, what do believers usually do today when they are confronted with/exposed to this portrayal (teaching)?

Chapter Four

1. How does the gospel of John "stand alone" among the four gospels?  What designation is often used pertaining to the three gospel accounts other than John?  And why?

2. What seven items are featured in the gospel of John (chapters 1-11)?  And to what do they pertain?

3. To what time frames (periods) do six of the seven "signs" point, which are performed by Christ in the gospel of John?

4. To what specifically does each of the seven "signs" refer, which are performed by Christ in the gospel of John?

5. What is the one "central, revealed purpose" for which the seven signs were performed in the gospel of John?  And what specific scriptural passage reveals this?

6. Is there any book of the Bible that deals exclusively with the gospel message of "salvation by grace through faith?"  And where should biblical teachings regarding this gospel message (of salvation by grace through faith) be initiated in the Bible?

7. In light of the seven "signs" (see question number 4) within the gospel of John, how should the salvation message be understood in this book?

8. What is the result when a person misrepresents that which John states about the "signs" in John 20:30, 31?

9. How do the events seen in the latter half of the gospel of John (chapters 12ff) relate to the Synoptic Gospels?  And upon what does this part of John's gospel center?

10. To what was Christ referring by His expression of "a little while" in John 16:16?  And what chapter in the Old Testament is a parallel to that which is seen in John chapter sixteen; and therefore, should be studied and understood as foundation (clarifying) material?  And what exactly is this Old Testament passage about?

11. What is "inseparably connected" to Christ's departure into heaven after His resurrection?  And "for what purpose" must that be?  And how does the parable of the pounds in Luke 19:11-27 relate to this matter?

12. For what two primary reasons was it necessary for Christ to depart and be with the Father prior to the Holy Spirit being sent to earth?

13. What is the "nature" of the work of the Spirit and the work of Christ throughout this present dispensation?

14. Why was it necessary for God the Father to take a wife in the Old Testament?  And who was that wife?  And what must occur in regards to His wife before there can be a future God-centered theocracy upon earth?  And what other matter must be accomplished with regards to His Son in order for this theocracy to be established?

15. What present work of Christ is alluded to in John 13:4-10 by Christ washing His disciple's feet?

16. Whom on earth will Christ rapture?  

17. When and where will the "bride of Christ" be determined?  And how is this seen in a slightly different fashion in Revelation chapters one through three?

18. What "process" will determine the "bride of Christ?"  And what "process will take place to redeem Christ's "inheritance?"  And what is this "inheritance?"

Chapter Five
1. What was the consequence for Moses when he struck the rock contrary to God's instructions in Numbers chapter twenty?

2. With what one continuous revelation does the entire Old Testament, beginning with Moses, deal?

3. How does the Old Testament relate to the New Testament?  And what is the converse of this relationship?

4. What is typified by Moses when he struck the first rock in Exodus chapter seventeen?

5. What in the New Testament is spiritually in view by the typology of eating the paschal lamb and the eating of manna and the drinking from the rock in the Old Testament?

6. What specific class of individuals are in view pertaining to the eating of the slain lambs, eating of the manna, drinking from the rock (all in the Old Testament), or drinking Christ's blood in John chapter 6?

7. Can unsaved individuals act in the spiritual realm?  And why?

8. What two "works of Christ" are typified by the events of the Passover and the Day of Atonement?  And how is this so?  And what is the basis for both?  And what two types of salvation do they represent?

9. What aspect of salvation is in view by the drinking of water from the work in Exodus chapter seventeen?

10. What nation does the typology of the Old Testament and specific passages in the New Testament say is responsible for the crucifixion of Christ?

11. The "preaching of the Cross" has application to what two classes of individuals?

12. What specific spiritual applications are dealt with in Numbers, chapters nineteen through twenty-one?

13. How is Christ typified differently in the typology of the rocks in Exodus and Numbers?  And, in light of this, what specifically is portrayed, and later realized, by Israel in the New Testament antitype?

Chapter Six
1. What was the one central purpose in view for God calling Israel out of Egypt under Moses?  And what has been the root of all that has occurred within Israeli history down through the years, from Moses’ day until the present day?

3. Through what specifically had God intended to bless the Gentiles, i.e., the nations?

Under what principle and attribute of God did some individuals within the nation of Israel choose to react differently?  And due to the nation’s reaction, what did God allow to happen to Israel?  

6. What principles established by God relative to Israel and the nation’s calling continue to remain in effect with regards to Israel and to the Gentiles down through the years, i.e., on what did these principles center?

7. What two portions (chapters within the Old Testament) of Scripture given through Moses did God relay that which would occur to the Jewish people upon either their obedience or disobedience?
8. What has the “whole of the world conditions” down through the centuries revolve around and continues to revolve around?

9. What action must take place relative to the nation Israel before God will be able to fully bless both Israel and the Gentiles (nations) through Israel in accord with His promise to Abraham?

10. What type-account in the Old Testament portended how God’s only begotten Son would be and was treated by His other son (Israel) in the antitype-account within the New Testament?

11. What is man overlooking when he calls into question the love of God or asking where God was relative to the treatment of the Jews down through the centuries?

12. For what purpose has God allowed the Jews to suffer so much throughout the centuries, relative to them and also to the Gentiles?

13. Where was God during the affliction of His son Israel, both during the times of Moses and during the Holocaust in Germany, and during the affliction of His only begotten Son upon the cross of Calvary?

14. What consequence awaits those who dare to raise their hand against God’s son (Israel), as did befall the Egyptian Pharaoh and his armed forces during Moses’ day, or that which befell the kingdom of Babylon during Daniel’s day, or that which befell Nazi Germany during modern times?
15. In what only manner can man’s thoughts and ways be brought into conformity with God’s thoughts and ways and thereby then have God honor man’s thoughts and ways?
16. What is shortly in store for the Jewish people that will be far worse than what they experienced during the Holocaust?  And where in the Old Testament is the “type” for this set forth?  And what will be the eventual outcome to come, as it was in the “type” set forth in the Old Testament?
Chapter Seven

6. What aspect of “saving faith” is in view when it is stated “Abraham believed God and it was counted to him for righteousness” in Romans 4:3, which is quoted from Genesis 15:6?
7. Is it revealed anywhere in Scripture exactly when Abraham was “saved by grace,” i.e., his “spirit salvation”?
8. Is it possible for anyone to “act in the spiritual realm” prior to being “saved by grace,” i.e., “spirit salvation”?

5. What was the consequence that Christ pronounced upon the religious leaders as representatives of Israel for their generations of treatment toward both the prophets of God and the treatment toward God’s Son?  And how far will this consequence extend?
6. For what reasons is Israel considered “unclean” by God today?  And how long will this uncleanness last?

8. In accordance with what specifically does God perform all His works?

And further, what else must take place with Israel before it can return to the land and her land be healed?  And, according to prophecy, when will this take place?  And, in addition, what events must take place for this to happen, as is foreshadowed by the seven Jewish festivals in Leviticus chapter twenty-three?
15. What promise given by God is in the possession of Israel then and now, as is depicted in 2 Chronicles 7:14 and Leviticus 26:40-42?
16. Why is there nothing about the present remnant returning to the land and forming the existing nation in the Middle East that has anything to do with the fulfillment of Old Testament prophecies pertaining to Israel’s restoration; nor does a reclamation of parts of the land have anything to do with Old Testament prophecies pertaining to the land being healed?
17. And, according to prophecy, what will soon happen to the nation of Israel that presently exists in the Middle East today?  And when this occurs, what will Israel then confront regarding itself and what action will it then take?
Chapter Twelve
1. Within the events of the genealogy from Adam to Noah, Scripture continues with (or covers) what three things?  And the book of Hebrews draws from (or covers) the experiences of what three individuals, whose experiences form commentary on both the salvation of the soul and a dispensational framework of events.
2. Enoch is seen being removed from the earth (translated) between what two specific points in time?
3. Pertaining to the three individuals in question number one, what sequence of events is typified by them?
4. For what purpose has God established “types” in the Old Testament that is fundamental in the “shedding of light” (correct interpretation) when comparing Old and New Testament revelation, which manner God has seen fit to structure His Word in order to make known His plans and purposes to man?
5. And if man would come into a correct understanding of God’s revealed plans and purposes, what is the one and only way this can be accomplished?  
6. What is the “one central issue” which is the reason the coming removal of the Church from the earth (i.e., “the rapture”) is a vastly misunderstood subject today, both as to the time when it will occur and exactly who will be removed when it does occur and which has led to a multiplicity of interpretations?
7. What are the three main Old Testament “types” dealing with the rapture, which can be found in the opening book of Scripture, the book of Genesis?
8. What two unchangeable specifics pertaining to “the rapture” are introduced in the foundation “type” consisting of the account of Enoch in the book of Genesis?
9. From a “typical standpoint,” what two occurrences in the future are represented by the destruction of the cities (Sodom and Gomorrah) of the plain and the removal of Lot and part of his family?
10. The account of the destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah in “the days of Lot,” as a “type,” is dealt with in a “parallel manner” in the New Testament with what other Old Testament “type” (Luke 17:26a, 28a, 30)?
11. Upon Christ relating the accounts of two destructions that occurred in past history both of which point to the same prophetic destruction to come, then what two main warnings did He speak of and to whom did each warning apply?
12. How does the experience of Lot’s wife during the destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah represent the loss of “soul” (not “spirit”) salvation?  And how dose the experience of Lot while on the mountain, like his wife, also represent the loss of “soul” salvation? 
13. What issues are in view regarding a person’s salvation, which are demonstrated by the “type” consisting of Lot and his family members, which are taken out of Sodom and Gomorrah prior to their destruction?
14. Typically (in Genesis chapters 24 and 25), as a “type” of “who” (in each case), is Abraham, Isaac, Sarah, Abraham’s servant, Keturah, Rebekah, and Rebekah’s damsels to be viewed?
15. What specific dispensational events are represented by the occurrences that take place in the life of Abraham from Genesis chapter twenty-one to chapter twenty-five?  And between what two dispensational points in Genesis chapters 23 and 25 does God procure a bride in the antitype for His Son, Jesus?
16. How does the account of Abraham’s servant in the land of Mesopotamia, as a type, reflect the work of the Holy Spirit in this dispensation?
17. What does the “distinction” between Rebekah and her damsels, in the type, represent in the antitype?
18. Pertaining to Old Testament “types,” what two areas does Scripture center on in regards to Christians?
19. What two New Testament passages bring the rapture into view in detail?  And what one New Testament passage includes the rapture, but without detail?  And which one of the three provides the sequence of events as seen by comparing the Old Testament types?
20. What is the difference between “Man’s Day” and the “Lord’s Day” in Scripture?  And how will they not coincide for the Church and Israel?
21. In regards to Christians in the “Lord’s Day,” what are the two aspects of their lives and the two results from each aspect that are in view, as seen in 1 Thessalonians chapter 5 and Revelation chapters 2 and 3?
22. As to the opening chapter in the book of Revelation, what two things are seen in this chapter relative to Christians in that future day?
23. In that future day, where specifically will the separation of Christians on the basis of faithfulness take place?
24. What specific “station” of “office” does Christ occupy, as shown in the early chapters of the book of Revelation?
Chapter Thirteen
1. Where are the two sections of Scripture that provide an overall history of Christendom throughout this dispensation?  And to what does each relate?  And what is the “heart of the message” in the latter one?  And in consideration of them, what would be “exactly the same subject” on which each center?
2. Relative to that which is centrally in view in both sections of Scripture referenced in question number one, what is the relationship between Matthew 13:33 and Revelation 3:14ff?
3. To what specifically does the Greek articular use of the word “faith,” as seen in Luke 18:8, refer?  And how does this relate to Matthew 13:33?
4. And in regards to the “central message of Scripture,” how does the leavening process (Matthew 13:33) regarding it affect other biblical doctrine?  And to what specific doctrine mentioned in this chapter is portrayed as being affected in this manner?
5. What interpretative method in Scripture is the foundational support for “dispensational considerations,” which determines the correct interpretation of the doctrine of “the rapture”?  And how do individuals go astray of this method in attempting to fortify their position on this doctrinal subject?  And to put the matter in another way, and in summation, what have Christians ignored in the proper interpretation of Scripture?
6. What is the primary reason why the Holy Spirit was sent into the world on the day of Pentecost in 30 A.D., which is contrary to what most Christians believe?
7. What “alone” and “only,” must be relied upon in order to properly interpret the doctrine of the rapture in all of its clarity and fullness?
8. What two reasons are given to show why God will not deal with any “false Church” during the Tribulation?  And from teachings surrounding what topic in the book of Revelation is the spurious doctrine of a “false Church” drawn?
9. Because Christians have either ignored or misused the correct structure of Scripture and have instead endeavored to make other non-applicable passages of Scripture apply to the doctrine of the rapture, what two doctrinal teachings have been adversely affected?  And what three passages of Scripture are used in this chapter to illustrate this interpretative mistreatment?
10. What is the correct interpretation of 1 Thessalonians 1:10?  And, contextually, to what two things, which are being dealt with in this verse, is this verse associated?
11. On what specific theme is “Paul’s gospel” centered?  And as to this central theme, what does it involve?  And relative to the aspects of the central theme, to what “coming” of Christ do they relate?  And, furthermore, to what aspect of God’s redemptive plan do they not relate? 
12. According to Paul’s gospel (message), what awaits faithful and unfaithful Christians?  And specifically where will the award of that which “awaits” both types of Christians take place?  And then when will the realization of that which will be awarded to both types of Christians take place?
13. What is the correct interpretation of 1 Thessalonians 5:9?
14. In what “day” will the phrase “Your kingdom come” (Matthew 6:10) be fulfilled?
15. Because of what condition would the Day of the Lord not overtake the Thessalonian believers “as a thief”?  And what would be the condition of Christians and their outlook should the Day of the Lord overtake them “as a thief”?
16. When one incorrectly interprets 1 Thessalonians 1:10 and 5:9 as being relative to the rapture, what harm is done to God’s Word?
17. What is the incorrect and correct interpretation of Revelation 3:10?  And what contextually supports the correct interpretation?  And as to the incorrect interpretation of Revelation 3:10, to what portion of the verse respectfully do those who believe in an all-Christian rapture and those who believe in a faithful-only Christian rapture emphasize?
18. In what two spheres is “testing/trials” seen in Scripture?
19. What is the incorrect and the correct interpretation of Luke 21:34-36?
20. What “nature” of the Old Testament must Christians recognize and follow, which is the only means they will be able to arrive at unblemished truth surrounding any biblical doctrine?
Chapter Fourteen
1. What two accounts from the book of Genesis did Christ, during His earthly ministry, single out that had to do with events surrounding His return?  And to what do both these two accounts point?
2. To what does the “Stone cut out of the mountain without hands” in the book of Daniel refer?  And to what will this “Stone” become?  And when will this happen?  And when it does occur, what will be the result?
3. And relative to the two accounts, which Christ singled out from the book of Genesis, how must they be treated in order to “arrive at a proper understanding surrounding the overthrow of Gentile world power at the time of Christ’s return”?  And when this is done and in connection to the first account, with what will the “proper understanding” be in perfect keeping, which is set forth in the opening chapters of Genesis?
4. And in line with what is set forth at the beginning of Scripture, how many days has man been allotted, which is also termed “Man’s Day”?  And how many years are involved in this?  And to how many “dispensations” are these years equally divided?
5. What are the demarcation points for the dispensations mentioned in the preceding question?  And with what peoples will God be dealing in each dispensation?  And what “progression difference” is seen regarding the second dispensation, which is not seen in the other two dispensations?
6. At the end of which one of the dispensations mentioned above will the Messianic Era begin, which will also be the start of the “Lord’s Day”?  And what is the unique purpose of the Holy Spirit during the third dispensation?  And what event will conclude the end of the third dispensation?  And what event will take place that signifies that Man’s Day has come to an end and the Lord’s Day has begun?
7. What is the next great event seen in the dispensational scheme of things, which is in connection with the Flood (pointing to the coming Tribulation) and to what does it point?
8. An emphasis is placed in what “two areas” as seen within the overall type in the opening chapters (1-4) of Genesis?  And what typically is seen in Enoch’s experience in chapter five of Genesis?  And what typically is seen in Noah’s experiences in chapters six and eight?
9. What “process” must be completed prior to the Tribulation taking place?
10. What event marked the beginning of the present dispensation?
11. Since the event that marks the end of the present (third) dispensation does not coincide with the event that marks the resumption of the second dispensation, then what does mark the resumption?
12. In what scriptural passage may the interval of time be seen, which will exist between the end of the present dispensation and the resumption of time in the previous dispensation?
13. In what chapter of the Bible may the judgment of all Christians before Christ be seen?
14. How does the “sequence of events” as seen beginning in Revelation chapter one relate to the “sequence of events” as seen beginning in Revelation chapter four?
15. What process in the book of Revelation has to do with “time” during the Tribulation?  And what events in the book of Revelation have to do with “time” existing between the rapture and the beginning of the Tribulation?
16. What event brought a close to the first 483 years of the full 490 years (the first dispensation) in Daniel 9:24-27?  And how will this event be viewed by the generation of the Jews who will enter into the last seven years of that dispensation?
17. What “two categories” in Scripture are dealt with extensively, which is a contrast with how the rapture is dealt?
18. What two classes of people cohabited during Moses’ day, which filled the earth with violence and corruption?

19. What is the meaning and relationship between the two Hebrew words Nephilim and Rephaim?
20. What will be the circumstances for the Jews during the Tribulation, which will be in contrast with the circumstances for the existing world system under Satan?
21. With the Tribulation in view, how does the events surrounding Noah and the events surrounding Lot compare and differ?
22. Why is the present “sexual revolution” seen as a precursor of the condition of this earth immediately preceding the second coming (not the rapture) of Christ?
Chapter Fifteen

1. Of the first four individuals within the dispensational framework of events that are singled out from Old Testament history in Hebrews chapter eleven, which one typifies Christ being slain?  And of the four, which one typifies a “new beginning,” i.e., the Messianic kingdom?  And which one of the four typifies the coming removal of Christians from the earth, i.e., the rapture?  And which of the four typifies God resuming and concluding His dealing with Israel on the earth? 
2. What aspect of salvation (the subject of the book) is featured in the first ten chapters of the book of Hebrews, particularly in the five verses leading into chapter eleven?
3. With what aspect of salvation does the element of “faith” always pertain to in Hebrews chapter eleven?
4. What is the “dual manner,” i.e., the “two pictures presented,” in which the matter surrounding faith is dealt with through the experiences of the four individuals named in question number one?
5. In the “type” as set forth in Genesis chapter four, what typically is seen in both Cain and Able?
6. What does the sacrifice always result in relative to the “type” as seen in Abel’s sacrifice in Genesis chapter four or in the “antitype” as seen with Christians in the New Testament?
7. What must a Christian lose in order to save the same, which is within the framework of that seen in Hebrews 11:4?  And putting it another way, what must a Christian sacrifice in order to be acceptable to God?  And from what “place” (state of being) must this “sacrifice” proceed?  And to put it even in another way, what will a Christian “realize” (gain) in the coming Messianic Era under Christ by so losing the same thing during this life?
8. In which one of the biblical characters mentioned in question number one is the “whole of the Christian experience” seen as typified?
9. According to the author, what is the reason that “any correct study surrounding Christ, Israel, or the Church must begin in the Old Testament, not the New”?
10. Who are God’s three “firstborn sons” and what scriptural passages support this view?
11. What dispensation covers God’s dealings with Christians?  And what dispensation covers His dealings with Israel?  And how do these dispensations follow each other in order?  And what event must come between them in the “latter days”?
12. In regards to the event in the previous question, what judgment-event will take place immediately following it and prior to the resumption of a preceding dispensation, which will determine the “bride of Christ” and Messianic ramifications?
13. What three things must come to pass prior to the Messianic Era (kingdom)?
14. How does a Christian’s experience (in the “antitype”) parallel the experience of Abraham (in the “type”)?  And pertaining to the locations involved in these experiences, what is the difference between them?
15. What were the two “realms” within the inheritance, which were to be realized by Abraham and his seed?
16. What does the expression “possessing the gate” mean in the Old Testament?  And to what realms does this expression apply in regards to the “seed of Abraham”?
17. What “sphere” of the kingdom did Christ offer to Israel through a remnant of the nation that was back in the Promised Land during His earthly ministry?  And to whom is this offer extended today?
18. In the “type” surrounding the experiences of Abraham what or whom is typified by the following individuals:  Isaac, Abraham, Sarah, Keturah, Abraham’s eldest servant, and Rebekah?
19. What is the “apex” to which all things in the life of Abraham (as the “type”) lead?

Appendix
1. How does “Man’s Day” differ in “length of time” from any of the days in which God’s restored a ruined creation within which he created man, as recorded in the first chapters of the book of Genesis?  And what is the length of the “Lord’s Day”?
2. How many dispensations comprise “Man’s Day”?  And how long in terms of years is each dispensation?  And how many days make up a year in Scripture?  And what are the points of beginning and end of each dispensation?
3. In Scripture, which dispensation was interrupted?  And, for how long?  And therefore, how long remains to be fulfilled in the interrupted dispensation?
4. What was the specific purpose of God sending His Spirit into the world at the start of the second dispensation?  And for what specific purpose in relation to God’s redemptive plan has the Holy Spirit always been in the world (i.e., all dispensations)?
