4. What degree of knowledge is mentioned in 2 Peter 2:20 & 21?  And to what individuals does this type of knowledge only apply?  And why?
5. Who are the two individuals of the antediluvian (before the Flood) world, as recorded in the Bible, that carried God’s message to man?  And in “typology,” to which class of people does each of these individuals peculiarly pertain?
6. What yet future period recorded in the New Testament does the Flood in the Old Testament typify?
7. To what specifically does the warning given by Enoch pertain?  And what numbered generation did Enoch, from Adam through Seth, represent?  And what were the two established genealogies that proceeded from Adam in a seemingly unchanging pattern for six generations?  And what happened in the seventh generation to these two genealogical lines?  And what is the spiritual meaning and prophetic significance of this?

3. Considering all of the New Testament passages that employ the Greek word that is translated both “mockers” and “scoffers,” what is the meaning of the word?  And how does the Greek word paizo as used 1 Corinthians 10:7 assist in describing another facet of the actions of the “mockers” as found in 2 Peter and Jude?  And specifically what actions and by whom does the word paizo refer?
4. How is the example of the activities by the Israelites, while Moses remained on the Mount, a “type” of the activities by Christians today, while Christ remains in heaven at the right hand of God?  And therefore, how do the activities of Christians today parallel the activities of the Israelites during their wilderness journey?
